BOARD POSITIONS: Nominations for President,
Treasurer, Corresponding Secretary, Recording
Secretary, Budget Director, and two Director
positions are being sought by the Nominating
Committee.

FALL SALE: The Fall Sale is October 5 and 6,
2019. Kathy Norton will have applications for
tables at the Annual Meeting, July 13, 2019.
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CLUB SCHEDULES: At the annual meeting,
Treasurer Ed Schroeder will have rental calen-
dars for clubs to complete for the 2019-20 year.
Clubs will list the dates of meeting, workshops,
and shows. Payment for the year is due
September 15, 2019. Additionally, a calendar
must be sent to ShepardGACinfo@ att.net
stating not only dates but times and set-up in-
structions. The length of time for meetings or
workshops is billed in three-hour blocks. If the
user enters the building prior to the designated
time, or leaves after the designated time, an
overtime charge of $35.00 per hour, or any part
of an hour, is levied. The monitors will open the
doors at the time the facility is scheduled by the
user.

FEE CHANGES AS OF JULY 1, 2019:

e The S50 fee for sales tax permit validation
will not be charged to clubs. Itis the clubs'
responsibility to display the Sales & Use Tax
Permit during a sale.

e The Saturday club-rental rate will increase
from $200 to $250 for a 7-hour day.

e An attendance credit of S5 will be allocated
to each club who has a participating repre-
sentative at the monthly Board meeting
(one person can only represent one club),
calculated annually in June, and applied to
the July annual invoice ($50 is the maximum
credit one club may earn during a fiscal
year).

UPDATING CLUB CONTACTS: Club Representa-
tives (or other officer) must complete a 2019-20
contact information form which will be availa-
ble at the Annual Meeting. Clubs are asked to
update this form at the annual meeting, and
during the year if the contact information
changes.

Please join us at the annual meeting to discuss
these and other topics, and bring your ideas and
suggestions for helping the Center run
smoothly.
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Annual Rhizome Sale

The Sacramento Iris Society will
be holding a two day sale of
recently dug iris rhizomes on
Saturday and Sunday, July 20
and 21, at the Sacramento
Garden and Arts Center, 3330
McKinley Blvd. Hours are from
9 until 3. Hundreds of varieties
will be available. Each specimen
will be labeled with the cultivar
name and a description of the
flower appearance. Again, we
will have a large selection of re-
bloomers, which have an
extended bloom season. A
demonstration table will be set
up to show how rhizomes
should be planted. A labeling
station will allow you to prepare
a free permanent garden label
for each of your rhizome
purchases before you leave.
Remember that irises are both
deer and drought resistant
which makes them ideal
additions to your garden.

Typically, the Sacramento begonia show and sale is held the weekend
after Labor Day at the Center. However, this year the Begonia Society
is pleased to be hosting the American Begonia Society’s annual Na-
tional Convention here in Sacramento at the Crowne Plaza Hotel (I-80
& Madison) the whole week following Labor Day. The last time the
national convention was held in Sacramento was in 1978 (40+ years
ago!).

We have several tours planned. The week starts on Tuesday, Septem-
ber 3, with a tour to members’ homes. Wednesday we go to Eisley
Nursery in Auburn, Maple Rock Gardens in Newcastle, and High Hand
Nursery in Loomis. Thursday is a day at UC Davis, visiting the Botani-
cal Conservatory, Honey Bee Haven, and Mondavi Institute. Friday
afternoon we travel over to Plymouth to the Amador Flower Farm
(daylilies!) and Helwig Winery for wine tasting and cave tour. The
post-convention tour will be Downtown on Sunday to the Stanford
Mansion and Old Sacramento.

Every evening at the hotel will be speakers talking about all aspects of
begonias and related plants. We are fortunate to have many experts
this year flying in from China, Indonesia, Australia, and from here in
the US. Topics include hybridizing, begonia care and culture, research
and conservation.
